WHEREAS, Mr. Ternyik and his wife, Joyce Ann Miller, have served for 15
years as volunteer wildlife rehabilitators, and assisted with development of the
Oregon Wetlands Mitigation Bank Act and Tillamook Bay Restoration and
Enhancement Program.
