WHEREAS, LEAD is a youth leadership development program serving low-income youth
in Lane County whose mission is to develop leadership skills to empower youth to address
community problems and change the world; and

WHEREAS, LEAD has received a challenge donation from an anonymous donor that will
match LEAD donations up to $20,000; and

WHEREAS, this is the first time in LEAD’s nine year history that they have the
opportunity to double the amount of money raised through donations thereby funding the
program’s rapidly expanding services; and

WHEREAS, it now appears to the Board of Commissioners that a transfer of $1,000 from
the Operational Contingency to Materials and Services within the General Fund is necessary to
provide sufficient funds for a donation to LEAD Leadership development program; and

WHEREAS, the Board of Commissioner, as per ORS 294.450(1), has authority to transfer
appropriations within a fund if appropriations are moved from one organizational unit or
appropriation to another; and

WHEREAS, the need, the purpose and the amount of the transfer are herein described;
NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS HEREBY ORDERED that $1,000 be transferred from the

General Fund Operational Contingency to the Materials and Services appropriation within
General Expense for a donation to LEAD’s low-income youth leadership development program.
