ORDER No. 95-12-13-3 IN THE MATTER OF INITIATING A TYPE I TEXT
AMENDMENT TO THE EUGENE-SPRINGFIELD
METROPOLITAN AREA GENERAL PLAN TO ALLOW
SANITARY SEWER SERVICE TO BE EXTENDED TO THE
SHORT MOUNTAIN LANDFILL SITE (Waste

Management Division)
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WHEREAS, Lane Code 12.210(1l)(a) provides for the initiation of Type I
amendments to the Eugene-Springfield Metropolitan Area General Plan ("Metro
Plan"), as amended, by the Board of Commissioners; and

WHEREAS, a request has been received from the Lane County Waste Management
Division that a Type I Metro Plan amendment procedure be initiated by the Board
of Commissioners to modify Policy 2 of the Metro Plan’s "Public Utilities,
Services and Facilities Element" to allow the extension of Metropolitan
Wastewater Management Commission sanitary sewer service beyond the urban growth
boundary to the Lane County Short Mountain Landfill property in order that
leachate generated at the Short Mountain facility can be conveyed to the
sanitary sewer system within the urban growth boundary; and-

WHEREAS, this request is made at the direction of the Board of Commissioners
+ in its adoption of a Short Mountain Landfill leachate management plan adopted by
7/ the Board by Order 95-10-17-1 on October 17, 1995; and

WHEREAS, the Lane County Planning Director recommends that the Board
initiate the amendment as requested; and

WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners has reviewed the request and has
determined that consideration of a Type I amendment to the Metro Plan, which
would modify the text of the Metro Plan in the manner expressed above, is
appropriate; now, therefore, be it

ORDERED that a Type I Metro Plan amendment procedure be initiated to
consider amending Policy 2 of the Metro Plan’s Public Utilities, Services and
Facilities Element to allow the extension of sanitary sewer service beyond the
urban growth boundary to the Short Mountain site; and

FURTHER ORDERED that, as provided for in Lane Code 12.245, the amendment
request be processed pursuant to Lane Code 12.200 - 12.245, with consideration

to begin when a complete amendment application is received by the Lane County
Planning Director from the County Waste Management Division.
