ÅOngoing reduction in SRS payments; SRS 

renewal probability is unknown

ÅContinued high unemployment in the community 

coupled with a slow economic recovery - also 

true for the state

ÅThe state will have shaky finances for at least 

one biennium ïshortfall could be $2.5B?



Budget Background - Continued

ÅIf the FY 2010 ï2011 budget is approved as 
proposed, there is a high probability that 
extensive budget cuts will be required in FY 
2011 ï2012

ÅRevenues have lagged; Expenses have 
increased

ÅFederal stimulus money is running out; 
Significant renewal is unlikely

ÅRelatively level services for the life of SRS

years

ÅThe proposed budget for FY 2010 ï2011 

reflects this approach  



Significant Budget Impacts for 

FY 2010 - 2011

ÅSome revenues are down - federal marshal, 

state, and federal correctional grants

ÅSome expenses are higher than expected

ÅIf FY 2009 - 2010 service level is maintained 

then reductions must be made next year to 

balance the budget



The Budget Numbers for FY 2010

ÅProposed budget for FY 2010 ï2011 is $549.7 

million about 6.1% less than current year

ÅGeneral Fund spending of $70.4 million ï6.5% 

less than present year

ÅA small increase in FTEs

Transportation

ÅAvailability of Road Fund reserves continues to 
decline - $35.3 million at FY 2009 -2010 year 
end vs. $20.8 in this budget

ÅNo new capital projects ïmoney for 
maintenance only

ÅWithout new revenues, choice between reduced 
maintenance & abandonment
