The Lane County Board of Commissioners, in partnership with the City of Eugene, Eugene Water and Electric Board and the University of Oregon’s Community Planning Workshop, has voted to fund a  “Market Analysis and Implementation Strategies to Develop Local Markets for Local Produce in Lane County” 
This portion of the work has a variety of elements that can be divided into four phases: (1) a market/supply analysis; (2) demand analysis; (3) economic benefit analysis; and (4) implementation strategies. 
The economic analysis will be done by the University of Oregon’s Community Planning Workshop. The CPW team will work under the direction of Robert Parker, CPW Director, and Amanda West, CPW Project Coordinator. 
The Economic Analysis will cost $60,000. Lane County, EWEB, and the City of Eugene will each contribute $10,000 to a matching fund grant partnership with the University of Oregon. which will provide the remaining $30,000.
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
