Margaret Graziano's 90th birthday.  
 
Sister Margaret has been a volunteer for the Lane County Sheriff’s Office-
Corrections Division for over 33 years. She has volunteered almost 5,000 hours in 
the last 3 years.  
 
Most of Sister Margaret’s volunteer time goes towards assisting inmates with their 
needs while in jail. This includes contacting employers and getting items for 
inmates not available from the jail commissary, like reading glasses. She assists in 
obtaining donated reading material for inmates, both religious and non-religious.

In September 1973 after a teaching job at the Maclaren School for boys, she 
walked past the jail in Eugene and thought if the boys she was teaching at 
Maclaren didn't change they would end up there.  She stopped in and asked for a 
tour.  Instead she was invited for lunch and asked if she would like to be a 
volunteer.  
 
On October 2, 1973 she was fingerprinted and became a volunteer for the Lane 
County Sheriff's Office - Corrections Division under Capt. Paul Bailey. That was 
five Captains and 33 years ago.  She is still a very active volunteer.  This year 
alone she has already donated over 1500 hours of service.  
 
During her service and thousands of hours later she has earned many awards and 
achievements. The most significant of which are:
